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The Turkish President Feridun TABUR welcomed all Delegates and 
wished the Congress the same success as the IVV Congress of 
Delegates.  

 
Afterwards, President Gérard WOHL 
welcomed the present Delegates and 
guests, too. He pointed out that, after 
the agreed admission to the world 
association, new tasks will be required 
of them, which have to be solved in 
common. The unofficial meetings are 
to be reintroduced whereby current 

problems can be discussed in a friendly atmosphere. During 
the Presidium sessions in Como and Seiser Alm a lot of good ideas were developed, which 
will be realized in the future. Gérard WOHL thanked the Presidium for their cooperation and 
Pia and Georges KINTZIGER for the excellent cooperation at the office. 

 
The suggestion to appoint Uwe KNEIBERT as chairman was  
accepted unanimously.  

 
14 of 16 member countries were present, the Netherlands and 
Poland were absent, so that the Congress was quorate. As for the 
agenda there were no objections.  

 
In his report, President Gérard Wohl remembered the inaugural meeting in Luxembourg, 
where 12 associations were present. At the same day Turkey, and during the year Norway, 
the Czech Republic and Denmark were admitted. The statistics show that the European IVV 
Federation represents more than 3,700 clubs in 16 member countries. The target is to join all  
European associations to IVV-Europe in the near future. 
Briefly, he explained the results of the meetings at Seiser Alm and Como. Gérard WOHL says 
it is important to market ourselves well. These two meetings were very interesting, the future 
will be even more interesting. There is no internet site for the European IVV Federation yet, 
the official Europiade homepage will be online in the following weeks. There were some 
advertisements at several fairs yet for the 1st Europiade in 2012 in Echternach (L) and 
Irrel(D). 

 
Briefly, Treasurer Friedrich PLONER explained the cash report. As there were no great 
activities in 2010, the cash report showed a profit of 5,761.46 € at a revenue of 6,300 € and 
expenditure of 538.54 €, inclusive the seed capital of 5,000 €, received interest-free by the 
IVV. 

 
In the name of the Auditors, Ditmar JÄGER confirmed an excellent cash management and 
suggested to formally approve the actions of the Treasurer and the Presidium. As there were 
no further requests to speak, the Treasurer and the Presidium was formally approved by 
acclamation. 



As the motion for the change of the name of the 
Continental Confederations was accepted unanimously at 
the IVV World Congress of Delegates, the renaming at 
the Statutes was accepted unanimously. Accordingly, the 
European Confederation is now called  
 
“IVV-Europa – Europäischer Volkssportverband or 
IVV-Europe European Federation of Popular Sports“. 
 
The rules for awarding the Europiade were presented and 
discussed. Paragraph 7 is to be altered, so that the 
general meeting of the IVV Europe decides on the 
awarding. 
On demand of Austria the time of awarding is to be fixed 

in the rules. Accordingly, the following annex will be added to Paragraph 7: „ The election is to 
take place 3 years before holding at the latest” 

      This rule was accepted with 26 Yes-votes and 2 abstentions.  
 

The presented budget for 2012 suggests revenues of 
5,100 € and expenditures of 4,600 €. It was accepted 
unanimously. A profit of the 1st Europiade can hardly be 
estimated and will be suggested to the members in an 
additional budget.  

 
The membership fee remains at 100 €, as suggested by 
the Presidium. This suggestion was accepted 
unanimously, too. 

 
For the next Congress of 

Delegates in 2013, there is one candidature of Hungary. Mr. 
Horvath jr., Vice President of the Hungarian association presented 
Tata as the venue. 
This venue is between Budapest and Vienna. A date in September 
2013 was suggested. The exact date will be arranged with the IVV-
Europe Presidium. This suggestion was accepted unanimously. 

 
There was one candidature from Italy and South Tyrol to host the 
Europiade 2014. The 2nd Europiade is planned to take place from 
4th-7th September, 2014 in Marostica (I) with an additional event in South Tyrol.  



As there were no further applications, this candidature was accepted with 26 Yes-votes and 2 
abstentions.  

 
In “Miscellaneous” the Danish association asked 
about granting IVV stamps and EVG stamps at one 
event. After Switzerland defined its procedure (both 
stamps are accepted at the same time) it was 
suggested that both associations will discuss  this 
case. 
Belgium asked the IVV Europe to call on the IVV 
Presidium, not to place the date of the next IVV 
World Congress of Delegates too close to the date 
of the Europiade. 
The informal meetings with all member countries 
are to be restarted. A lot of problems can be 
discussed and solved more easily at this exchange of ideas.  

 
Afterwards, Gérard WOHL presented the 1st Europiade in Echternach (L) und Irrel (D) from 
7th- 9th September, 2012.  “Europe is walking”, in the first cross-border German-
Luxembourgish nature park, supported by the government of  Rhineland-Palatinate and the 

Grand Duchy of Luxembourg.  
There will be no Europiade Passport, the entry fee will be fixed soon. There will be a special 
stamp for the IVV Europe Presidium walk on Friday, Saturday a cross-border marathon will 
take place and on Sunday a marathon will be offered through the “Luxembourgish Little 
Switzerland”. All walks are in the footsteps of the Gauls, Romans, Celts and Benedictine 
Monks, a project estimated on +- 100,000  €.  

 
Before showing a Powerpoint Presentation, the IVV-Europe 
President thanked all associations, who inserted the event 
promotion in their calendar as well as all current premium 
sponsors RWE – Campagnolo – Sport-Outlet and Voyages 
Emile Weber and all further partners and sponsors.  

 
Finally, the IVV Europe Presidium wished all participants 

four wonderful walking days in Antalya.
